INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM

“National Academies of Sciences: The Present Status, Problems, Prospects of Development and Priorities of Cooperation in the IAAS Framework”    
Kiev, Ukraine, 6(7 June 2019 

The international project “National Academies of Sciences: Present Status, Problems, Prospects of Development and Priorities of Cooperation in the IAAS Framework” and the international symposium under the same title are planned for 6(7 June 2019 in Kiev as part of the working plan of the International Association of Academies of Sciences (IAAS) for 2019.   

The Symposium “National Academies of Sciences: Present Status, Problems, Prospects of Development and Priorities of Cooperation in the IAAS Framework” is devoted to the 90th anniversary of Gennadiy Mikhaylovich Dobrov (1929−1989), correspondent member of the National Academy of Sciences of the UkrSSR, professor, founder of the academic school on science studies in Ukraine, initiator of the Center for Scientific and Technological Potential and Science History Studies of the National Academy of Sciences of the UkrSSR and its first director, a person dedicating his life to the service to science. G.M. Dobrov made it a tradition to hold regular international symposia in the field of science organization.    
The host organization of the Symposium is Dobrov Institute for Scientific and Technological Potential and Science History Studies of the NAS of Ukraine. The Symposium is arranged with the assistance from the Presidiums of the NAS of Ukraine and the NAS of Belarus, and the Scientific Council at IAAS.

The Symposium’s objective is to discuss the issues related to the change in National Academies of Sciences with the IAAS membership, and to reveal positive tendencies in their development in the latest 20 years.   
In view of the above objective, the following issues are going to be put for discussion:

· To reveal the organizational, institutional and structural change taking place in National Academies of Sciences in the latest two decades (the emergence of new forms for research organization: scientific centers, key laboratories, innovation entities, etc.).
· To analyze the pattern of change in the financial policy of National Academies of Sciences. 
· To trace the thematic change of the research (the ratio of basic and applied research), and to reveal the change in research specialization of National Academies of Sciences.  
· To study the emergence of new priority scientific areas, the possibilities for the impact of National Academies of Sciences on the innovation-driven development priorities in their countries.  
· To reveal the tendencies in human resources of National Academies of Sciences and their development prospects in the forthcoming decade (numbers, qualification and age structure of researchers). 

· To analyze the issues of operation efficiency and productivity in National Academies of Sciences (patents, inventions, publications, etc.).
· To explore interactions of National Academies of Sciences with business entities and industry. 

· To analyze the development of international science and technology cooperation of National Academies of Sciences with the IAAS membership.
